Several media outlets have publisisgg photof what appear to be the lomgmored midengine Chevrolet
Corvette undergoing testing at General MadorsMi | f or d Provi ng Grounds.

Shot from a great distance, the grainy images show a camouflaged prototype bearing the hallmarks of a mid
engine car, including a rear end featuring wide bodywork and flying buttresses with an empty space between
them where an gmne could be.

Only seen from the side and behind, the car is being driven in the company of a current generagagifrent
Corvette, and shares the model 6s signature twin

Car and Driver reporthat its debut will take place at the 2018 Detroit Auto Show and mark the end of the
front-engine Corvette. Its price is expected to start at $80,000, abloie s ame as t o Goagt@ds t
Z06 and $25,000 more than a base Corvette Stingray. By contrast, tHemgimeFord GT will cost around
$400,000when it goes on sale later this year.

While General Motors has not officially confirmed it is even ad&rsng a midengine Corvette or Corvette
replacement, when asked about it at the 2015 Detroit Auto Show, GM produdtlenieReuss told Page 3

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Some of the first Corvettes rolling down the production line in Flint, MichigaoTo BY GM

C1 Corvette production kicked off June 30, 1953

On June 30, 1953, 63 years ago today, the first productiorettegolled down Chevrolet's Flint, Michigan
assembly line. This particular American performance saga started out simple enough: You could only get the
little fiberglass sportsters in white (over a metérior) with a 235 cubiénch "Blue Flame" inlinesix and a
Powerglide automatic transmission up front.

Just 300 largely harbuilt specimens emerged by the end of the inaugural year, but after a few tweaks the
marque gained momentum from therand fast. A V8 engine for 1955 was followed by a flashy styling update
the next year; in the meantime, production had moved to St. Louis, where it remained until the switch to the
Vette'scurrent homef Bowling Green, Kentuckyin 1981.

The article we're featuring today doesn't quite hettadarrival of the Vette; Competition Press wasn't around
back in '53. Instead, this is a look back at the "good old days" of American sports cars ... from 1977. When it
was penned, the Corvette nameplate hadn't hit thee@bbenchmark, but we supposattim the bleak posdil
Embargo years those halcyon days of carefregltopn cruising must have seemed a long time ago indeed.

When ¢ alls went unanswered, the dealership disabled the vehicle through

Onstar and found out where Mr. and Mrs. Perno were.

When Anthony emailed the dealership and told them

up to its name and offered a free tow back to th e dealership, where police were waiting.

The Pernos apparently had the nerve to arrive at the dealer in another vehicle they had

embezzled three months earlier!

Theydve now been charged with embezzl ement, conspi

With no prior criminal history, the two were released on their own recognizance by a judge
